1. Define Web Browser.

1. Software used on a client computer to be able to view web pages.

2. Describe Client/Server Structure.

1. Web Client - you the user when connected to the Internet.

2. Web Server – computers that are connected to the Internet that contain files that their owners have made available to the public for access.

3.  Describe Anatomy of a Web Page.

1. Hypertext – text on a web page that is formatted using Hypertext Markup Language (HTML).

2. Hyperlinks (Links) – Links that connects to other web pages.

3. Hypermedia – links that connects to files that contain pictures, graphics, sound and video clips.

4. Describe Structure of a Web Address.

1. IP (Internet Protocol) address – unique identification number for each computer on the Internet.

2. Domain Name address – unique name associated with a specific IP address that runs on an Internet host computer.

3. 4 Parts of URL (Uniform Resource Locator) – identifies location of a web page on a web server.

1. Transfer protocol used when transporting the file.

2. The domain name of the computer on which the file resides.

3. The pathname of the folder or directory on the computer on which the file resides.

4. The name of the file.

5. Describe Main Elements of a Web Browser

6. Demonstrate configuring home page, favorites or bookmarks.

7. Demonstrate printing and saving a web page.

8. Demonstrate copying web page text to a word processing file.

9. Demonstrate saving a web graphic to a diskette.

10. Demonstrate using web browser Help feature.
