3. Explain how a Search Engine works.

1. Search engine is a web site that finds other Web pages that match a word or phrase (search expression or query).

2. Search engines only searches own database not all the WWW.

3. Search engine uses a program called a Web robot (bot or spider) that automatically searches the Web to find new Web sites and update information about old Web sites that are in database.

4. Web page creators can also submit URL to search engine databases.

5. Web page creators use a Meta tag in their web page coding to inform the Web robots about the contents of the page.

6. Using search engine is free because of sponsored links or banner ads.

7. Search engines perform differently, so use several or use their Help.

8. Search engines use page ranking as a way of grading Web pages by the number of Web pages that link to them.

9. Use of Natural Language Querying in search engines allows users to enter a question.  Search engine analyzes the question and converts into search query (called parsing).

4. Explain how a Directory and Hybrid Search Engine Directory work.

1. A web directory is a listing of hyperlinks to Web pages that is organized into hierarchical categories.

2. People select Web pages to include in Web directory.

3. Hybrid Search Engine Directory is a combination of search engines and directory.

5. Explain how a Meta Search Engine works.

1. Combines the power of multiple search engines.

2. Does not have own database.

3. Accepts search expression and transmits to several search engines.

4. Results returned to meta-search engine.

6. Discuss other Web Resources tools.

1. Web Bibliographies (resource lists, subject guides, clearinghouses, virtual libraries)

2. Many created by librarians at university and public libraries.

3. Use terms above in search expression.

7. Discuss Boolean Logic and Filtering Techniques

1. Use in careful selection of search terms used.

2. Use Boolean Operators (named after George Boole, mathematician)

3. AND = contains both words 

4. OR = contains either word

5. NOT / AND NOT = excludes word

6. Precedence Operator

7. Wildcard Characters
