OBJECTIVES: Upon completion of this lesson, the student will be able to:

1. Define Mailing List.

2. Identify different types of mailing lists.

3. Identify potential problems of mailing lists.

4. Identify how procedure works and demonstrate.

RESOURCES/MATERIALS: 

ACTIVITIES: 

1. Define Mailing List – A mailing list is a list of names and e-mail addresses for a group of people who share a common interest in a subject or topic and exchange information by subscribing to the list. 

2. Identify different types of mailing lists.

1. Hobby topics, just about any topic. 

2. Moderated lists – managed by a list moderator to ensure that the list always receives and sends appropriate and relevant information to its members.

3. Unmoderated list – list that is not monitored.

4. Closed list – list in which membership is not automatic.

3. Identify potential problems of mailing lists.

1. High volume of email from the mailing lists.

2. Repeating questions that have been previously discussed.

1. Monitor list contents before joining the discussion.

4. Identify how procedure works and demonstrate.

1. Subscriber identifies mailing list to join.

2. SUBSCRIBE to list.

1. Send an email to list administrator that you want to SUBSCRIBE to the list.

1. To: Enter mailing list’s administrative e-mail address.

2. Body of Message: Type SUBSCRIBE listname yourname.

3. Leave everything else blank.

4. Disable signature.

3. RECEIVE confirmation.

1. Details of what list you joined.

2. How to UNSUBSCRIBE from the list.

3. Other Mailing List actions.

4. POST your comment or opinion to the mailing list.

1. Ensure that comment or opinion is consistent with the list’s guidelines for submitting messages and that question or comment is relevant.

2. Lurking – activity of silently observing the postings of other list members and reading the FAQ to learn about the nature of the list before posting.

3. List server runs the e-mail list (LISTSERV, ListProc, Majordomo) software that forwards your email to the list administrator for approval.

4. After approval, message is sent to everyone on the mailing list.
