SUBJECT:  New General Education options for students beginning Fall 2010

This memo informs the whole campus community that new General Education course
options are now available to students beginning Fall 2010,

In response to a recommendation from the ACCJIC visiting team after the 2006 visit, the
General Education Committee transmitted recommendations for general education
requirements to my office last Spring. Following the Commission’s suggestion, the
committee added a section on humanities and fine arts and expanded and revised the
other sections. The Faculty Senate subsequently sent the recommendations to the campus
community for review and input. The Faculty Senate (FS) then conducted its own
research, and discussed the input received by the campus community. The attached list is
the final recommended version by the Faculty Senate.

Beginning Fall 2010, requirements for general education will follow the options described below.
Students declared prior to Fall 2010 will follow the requirements indicated in the applicable catalog in
which they first declared their major program.

Here are some additional notes on the new General Education Requirements that students need to
know, so please communicate these reminders to our general student population:

1, Students are advised to check the requirements for their specific programs before taking
general education courses.

2. Courses chosen to meet the general education requirements may not be used to meet the
technical requirements of a student’s specific degree program.

3. The general education options list containg courses with pre-requisites, so students should

ake their choices carefully and thoughtfully, Students may consult a counselor or an

emic advisor for guidance in choosing any of the course options available to them.
